2. Minutes – January 19, 2010 
 
 The members of the ZBA reviewed the minutes of the January 19 meeting.  Mr. Massin moved to 
approve the minutes.  Ms. Koncel seconded the motion.  Motion carried and the minutes were approved. 
 
3. Findings of Fact Application No. 2009-12; 1408 Robinhood Lane – Rear Yard Variation 
 
 The members of the Board, in attendance, reviewed the draft Findings of Fact.  Mr. Massin 
moved to approve the Findings of Fact.  Ms. Storcel seconded the motion.  Motion carried and the 
Findings of Fact were approved.

4. Review of Sections of the Draft Zoning Code 
 

The ZBA continued its review of the provisions of the draft Zoning Code with Arista Strungys of 
Camiros Ltd., the Village’s zoning consultant.  (Mr. McLaughlin arrived at 7:07 p.m.) 
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 The ZBA reviewed Section 5 of the draft Zoning Code that sets forth the purpose, standards, 
procedures, approvals and conditions related to Planned Developments.  The ZBA reviewed provisions 
relating to Zoning Districts generally (Section 6) and specific Residential Districts (Section 7), 
Commercial Districts (Section 8), Manufacturing Districts (Section 9), and Special Purpose Zoning 
Districts (Section 10) that include the Open Space District and Institutional Zoning District. 
 
 The ZBA reviewed the draft zoning map and its relationship to the text of the draft code.  The 
ZBA discussed the applicability of pre-existing Special Use Permits and Planned Developments and their 
status under a newly adopted Zoning Code. 
 
 The ZBA discussed alternative methods to inform the public on the new Zoning Code and map 
and the structure of the public hearings. The staff indicated that an insert in the quarterly newsletter or 
similar vehicle could work.  Chairman Riesterer stated that he would meet with the staff and the Village 
Attorney to develop a public hearing schedule. 
 
 The ZBA agreed to continue its review of the draft Zoning Code on Thursday, February 18.  The 
ZBA also agreed to a tentative meeting date of Thursday, March 4 to continue the review. 
 
 With no further business to come before the ZBA this evening, Chairman Riesterer declared the 
meeting adjourned at 9:50 p.m.
