Youth Commission — Minutes

At the previous meeting and as noted in the Meeting Minutes, it was determined that
Commissioner Jordyn Faron would Chair the meeting.

1. APPROVAL OF MINUTES - FEBRUARY 8, 2010

The Commission reviewed the minutes of the February meeting. Ms. Brewick moved to approve
the minutes as submitted. Commissioner Lundahl seconded the motion. Motion carried and the
minutes were approved.

2. PRESENTATION BY PIERRE GARESCHE

Pierre Garesché, the Director of Finance for the Village of La Grange Park, attended the meeting
as an invited guest of the Youth Commission. Mr. Garesché provided an overview of the Village
finances and the structure of the Village’s annual Budget. Mr. Garesché spoke about the
financial outlook for the upcoming year as well as subsequent years in the Five Year Plan.
Finally Mr. Garesché explained the Tax Levy and the annual process undertaken by the Village
Board.

3. REVIEW OF VILLAGE BOARD MEETING OF FEBRUARY 9, 2010.
Due to time limitations, Commissioner Flaherty gave a very brief overview of the agenda items
under consideration at the February 9" Work Session Meeting.

4. DISCUSSION - WORK SESSION AGENDA FOR MARCH 9, 2010
Chairperson Jordyn Faron led the brief discussion on the items on the March 9" Board Work
Session agenda.



Tree Purchase: Commissioner Faron outlined the points of discussion as presented in the memo
by Julius Hansen, Director of Public Works and Bo Proczko, Village Manager. There was some
concern by Commission members that due to the Village’s current financial condition, the
Village should consider foregoing tree purchases for one year. However, after much discussion,
the consensus of the Commission was that the Village should move forward with the Tree
Purchasing Program.

Lawn Mowing & Flower Bed Landscape: Commissioner Faron outlined the points of discussion
as presented in the memo by Julius Hansen, Director of Public Works and Bo Proczko, Village
Manager. Overall, the Commission supported staff’s recommendation in approving the bids from
Twin Oaks Landscaping and Landscape Concepts Management.

Tree & Stump Removal, General Tree Maintenance and Emergency Tree Work: Commissioner
Faron outlined the points of discussion as presented in the memo by Julius Hansen, Director of
Public Works and Bo Proczko, Village Manager. Overall, the Commission supported staff’s
recommendation in approving the bids from Asplundh Tree Experts, Winkler’s Landscaping and
Bluder’s Tree Service.

Sale of Surplus Equipment: Commissioner Faron outlined the points of discussion as presented
in the memo by Julius Hansen, Director of Public Works and Bo Proczko, Village Manager.
Overall, the Commission supported staff’s recommendation in approving an Ordinance and
execution of the Seller’s Agreement with GovDeals and the sale of personal property owned by
the Village.

Water Rate Increase: Commissioner Faron outlined the points of discussion as presented in the
memo by Bo Proczko, Village Manager. Overall, the Commission understood why the water rate
increase was necessary: due to an increase passed down to the Village from the BNRWC. The
Commission supported staff’s recommendation to amend the Village Code to increase the
Village’s water rates.

5. YOUTH COMMISSION FIELD TRIP
Due to time constraints, the Commission agreed to discuss at the April Meeting.

6. COMMUNITY VOLUNTEERING WEEKEND
Ms. Cedillo reminded the group that Saturday and Sunday, April 24th and 25th were the dates
for the Volunteering Weekend. Further details are forthcoming at the April Meeting.

7. ADJOURN

Julia Cedillo thanked the Youth Commissioners for a great meeting and reminded
Commissioners to come to the next meeting prepared to discuss the items on the Agenda. Ms.
Cedillo reported that the next Youth Commission meeting is scheduled for April 12, 2010. With
no further business to come before the Commission, the meeting was adjourned at 8:25 p.m.
