Re: Fire Department Activities — JUNE 2016

As requested for insertion into the Village Board meeting agenda packet, the following is a brief summary
of Fire Department activity highlights for the month of June. As usual, a more comprehensive monthly
report is kept within the department for your review.

EMS Responses for this month - 143. There have been 841 YTD compared to 868 YTD in 2015.
Fire/Rescue Incidents this month - 40. There have been 224 YTD compared to 236 YTD in 2015.

Staff met with three vendors representing four different manufacturers of ladder trucks. Also, staff met
with three different ambulance vendors and assessed their manufacturer's demo models.

Personnel participated in the Pet Parade with our Ladder Truck. We also staffed additional personnel at
Fire Station No. 1 to assist La Grange with any calls north of the BNSF during the parade.

PSS shift paramedic/firefighter John Dietrich was promoted to Field Operations Manager for PSSI. As
such, we conducted interviews of potential new employees. Paramedic/Firefighter Christian Platt was
offered and accepted the position and began working this month. We welcome him to our department.

On June 23", personnel participated in providing a reception for the Wounded Warriors Project Soldier
Ride. Our ladder truck was raised over 31% St. just west of Maple welcoming participants.

Much work related to LTACC took place this month, including training on building the new Computer Aided
Dispatch system, meetings with TYCO/ADT regarding fire alarm receiving operations and contracts, and
meeting with a vendor regarding Mobile Date Terminals for fire apparatus.

June 6" Mon at 10:16 am: Responded with an Engine and Chief to assist La Grange with a house fire in
the 600 block of S. Edgewood, across the street from the Country Club.

June 11" Sat at 9:45 am: Police and Fire Departments were called to Plymouth Place to “rescue”
ducklings from the storm sewer; retrieving ten from two different catch basins.

June 14" Tue at 4:08 pm: Responded to assist Western Springs with an Engine and Plans Chief for a
house on fire that was under construction at 5000 Wolf Rd.

June 15" Wed at 7:03 am: Responded to a crash at La Grange Rd. and Oak, where one vehicle crashed
into a hydrant and tree. Firefighters used hydraulic rescue spreader to open the door to get patient out.

June 21 Tue at 1:02 am: Responded to a vehicle crash on La Grange Rd. near Scotdale, with a
pick-up truck fully involved in fire. The driver was pulled from the vehicle by the driver of the semi-
truck he hit.

Police and Fire Department Rescues Ducklings from Storm Sewer
La Grange Park, lllinois — Saturday morning, June 11", at approximately 9:45

am, the Village of La Grange Park Police and Fire Departments were requested to help
young ducklings that had apparently fatlen through a storm sewer grate at 315 N.

La Grange Rd. Earlier in the morning, the mother of the ducklings had been found in the
roadway on the north side of the property, frantically pacing around the grate. Below her
in the sewer catch basin were many young ducklings.

Fire and police worked together, and after removing three sewer grates, rescued
ten ducklings from the storm sewer. Seven were “rescued” from the sewer inlet directly
below where the mother duck was pacing, and three additional ducklings were “rescued”
from a different catch basin down the line. Police and fire personnel were able to use a
fishing net to retrieve all of the ducklings.

One the ducklings were reunited with the mother, the mother led them on their
way.
