At the end of discussion there was consensus to approve the
motion approving an ordinance granting amended Final Plat of Planned Unit Development for Bethlehem Woods
Retirement Living Center at 1515 W. Ogden Avenue-Sisters of St. Joseph of LaGrange and Presence Health-Public
Hearing #2016-04.

Zoe Forsyth summarized the Village Board Agenda Memo regarding Sisters of St. Joseph & T-Mobile-Special Use
Permit & Variation (#2016-05) At the end of discussion there was consensus to approve the motion approving an

ordinance granting a special use permit for a wireless telecommunications tower and granting a variation for 1515
W. Ogden Avenue-Sisters of St. Joseph of La Grange and T-Mobile Central, LLC-Public Hearing #2016-05.
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Zoe Forsyth summarized the Village Board Agenda Memo regarding Parking Recommendation-31* Street. At the
end of discussion there was consensus to approve the motion providing direction to staff regarding parking
regulations for adjacent business districts at 31* Street and Newberry Avenue.

At
the end of discussion there was consensus to approve the motion accepting the Annual Financial Report for the
fiscal year ending April 30, 2016.

Zoe Forsyth summarized the Village Board Agenda Memo regarding 2016 Property Tax Levy Estimate. At the end
of discussion there was consensus to approve the motion that the President and Village Board of Trustees estimate
that the amount necessary to be raised from the 2016 property tax levy is $3,541,043, exclusive of debt service;
which amount is less than 5% greater than the amount of taxes extend.

Zoe Forsyth moved on to his next discussion item; suggestion to eliminate the use of underbelly plows. Discussion
began with road condition and public safety. Village Clerk Seidel promised to update the Commission on the
Boards decision.

Village Clerk Seidel quickly summarized the Village Board Agenda Memo regarding TIF District Implementation
as the Commission was running out of time for an in depth discussion. At the end of discussion there was consensus
to approve the motion adopting an ordinance of the Village of La Grange Park, Cook County, Illinois, to set a date
Jor, and to approve a public notice of a public hearing for the Village Market Tax Increment Financing
Redevelopment Area on the Agenda at the October Village Board Meeting.
